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Cincinnati Christian University – Closure Guidance for Students

Background:
Cincinnati Christian University (CCU) announced on October 28, 2019 that the university will cease operations on January 31, 2020. CCU has held authorization from the Chancellor of the Ohio Department of Higher Education to offer associate, bachelor’s, and master’s degree programs since 1979. Over 500 Ohio students were enrolled in degree programs at the university during the fall 2019 semester.

Options for Students:
Students may transfer earned credits to another institution to continue their education. Several institutions have agreed to assist CCU students. A list of institutions with formal teach-out agreements in place can be found at https://ccuniversity.edu/a-letter-to-our-students/*.
