A strong RFP will address each item separately for the four areas with supporting documentation and data as appropriate.  Items to note in each area may include: 
· Project rationale
· Description of the targeted geography with demographic data;
· Health and opioid related data specific to the geography
· Materials related to the planning process
· Roles and responsibilities of participating organizations.
· Mentorship plan
· Description of the mentorship training plan with curriculum and supportive services identified
· Types and nature of planned activities during the grant period
· Program to attract and retain at-risk middle and high school students to participate
· Sustainability of the program
· Scholarship plan
· Description of the process students will follow to receive a scholarship
· Integration of the mentorship program with the scholarship plan
· Coordination with area school districts to support the  scholarship plan and share information
· Budget and budget narratives
· Description of the budget items, activities and personnel
· Explanation of the how the cost per participant was calculated
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
