Is average GPA reported based on at the time of admission or at the time of the current reporting period?
	 At the time of admission


Who is included in the ‘Number of Students Enrolled’?
	 During the current reporting period – this will include those admitted, those still enrolled, and those who completed  


Can I request to edit our school’s data after the submission window has closed?
	 A request can be made to ODHE – keep in mind our time frame (for producing the legislatively mandated Annual Report) will determine the likelihood


I’ve completed a section, but I’m not receiving a green check mark.  What do I do?
	 Make sure that all of your information for each Unit level is filled out.  If a level is not offered, please check that box.  Also, verify all of your programs and double-check that all the required fields are complete.  If you still need assistance, contact Drew Sevel at asevel@highered.ohio.gov





Should we report “completers” for the number of students to take/pass the principal licensure exam?
	 Yes


Should I report for each principal licensure grade band?
	 No, all principals should be reported under the Principal program (license type)


Should all of our science licensure types be reported under one science program in MRS?
	 Yes, AYA (7-12) – Science will be the “umbrella” program level for your institution’s science licensure types. 


How do I report students who are completing the requirements for two different programs at the same time, but we do not have an approved dual program?
	 Please report them separately, but do report them in both programs since they are completing both. 


How should I report the minimum and maximum field/clinical experience hours by program if I have varying ranges at the undergraduate and graduate degree levels?
	 Report the minimum number of hours for whichever degree level has the lowest by program and report the maximum for which degree level has the highest number of hours for that program. 


My percent completion rate for the principal field/clinical experience section is over 100%.  Our principal interns are often admitted in one academic year and complete in the next.  Sometimes in the current reporting year, I have more completers than those admitted.  Is that okay?
	 Yes, this is acceptable. 
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
